8.  Annual Membership:  Members are reminded that their annual membership in the Veterans of Foreign 

Wars expires December 31, 2011, unless their 2012 dues are paid and reported to Department and National 

Headquarters.  All officers are encouraged to make every effort to renew the membership of continuous 

members prior to January 1, 2012. 
 

9.  Section 220 of the National By-Laws, ñVacancies and Removal of Elective Officers or Committee 
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Membersò states that "Any elective Post officer removed by the Department Commander, by reason of 

failure to pay current dues or by vote of the Post under the provisions of this section, shall not be eligible to 

serve in any Post office in the same administrative year in which the officer is removed." 
 

10.  Department By-Laws Resolutions:  By-Laws Resolutions for the Department By-Laws must be 

submitted to the State Adjutant NLT 28 February 2012 and shall be typewritten in order for the By-Laws 

Committee to review and publish them in the May and June GOs for all to review prior to the State 

Convention.  You can either e-mail them or send them USPS to the State Adjutantôs office.  Any resolution 

of any emergency nature may be presented from the floor of the Department Convention IAW Article IX - 

Resolutions of the Department By-Laws.      
 

11.  Post Quorum:  Section 203 of the National By-Laws states:  The Post By-Laws may specify the 

minimum number of members required to constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at a regular or 

special meeting, provided that in no case shall the quorum be less than five (5) members.  
 

12.  For the purpose of establishing continuous membership, a member may reimburse Department and 

National dues for all delinquent years, provided he was a member in good standing for five (5) consecutive 

years prior to the delinquency. 
 

13.  Attention of Post Commanders is directed to section 218 of the Manual of Procedure, ñDuty of 

Trusteesò.  Trustees Report of Audit must be completed in detail at the close of each quarter, one of which 

ends December 31, 2011.  Commanders are reminded that accurate and complete records shall be kept by all 

persons handling Post funds, including the Club Manager and Bingo Chairman.  These records shall be 

audited by Post Trustees in the same manner as Post Quartermaster records. 
 

14.  The distribution of VFW Buddy Poppies will be conducted according to the provisions set forth in 

sections 711 of the National By-Laws and Manual of Procedure.  Department, District, County Council and 

Post Commanders should arrange now for the distribution of Buddy Poppies for the Memorial Day campaign 

in their respective areas.  All profits accruing from the distribution of Buddy Poppies shall be used in 

accordance with sections 219 and 704 of the Manual of Procedure. 

 

15.  Attention Post Commanders:  Section 709 of the Manual of Procedures states:  The VFW does not own 

interest in any clubroom, canteen, facility or any fund-raising activity operated by any such chartered unit, 

nor are clubrooms, canteens, facilities or other fund-raising activities operated for or on behalf of the VFW.  

VFW does not derive any profit from such facilities.  Clubrooms, canteens, facilities and other fund raising 

activities or chartered units are carried on by such units in furtherance of the fraternal, patriotic, historical, 

charitable and educational purposes set forth by Congress. 

 

16.  CoA and Cmtee Members:  All CoA and Cmtee members are advised that you must notify both the 

State Commander and the State Adjutant if you are unable to attend a Council of Administration (CoA) 

meeting for the year 2011-12.  Also, a copy of your report MUST be forwarded to the State Adjutant prior to 

the CoA meeting for presentation at the meeting.

    JA:  Sec. 203ðRegular, Special and Committee Meetings; Quorum; Authorized Attendees.  Special 

Meetings. Special meetings must be called for a date not more than fourteen (14) days after: (a) The Post 

Commander receives the signed, written request; or (b) The majority vote of the members present at a 

regular meeting; or (c) The date upon which the Post Commander determines that a special meeting maybe 

necessary.  The Post Adjutant shall give notice, in writing, of the time and place of any special meeting and 

of the business to be transacted, such notice to be given in such manner as to reasonably reach members at 

least forty-eight (48) hours in advance of the time set for the meeting. No business shall be transacted at any 

special meeting except that for which the meeting is called.  The Post Commander shall call a special 

meeting upon the signed written request of seven (7) members or upon the vote of a majority of the members 

present at a regular meeting. The Post Commander may call a special meeting of the Post whenever in his 

opinion, it may be necessary for the welfare of the Post. No business shall be transacted at any special 

meeting except that for which the meeting is called.
